While this word reminds us of a little 
farm animal, in worship it is used as a 
title for Jesus Christ.
Children, keep your ears open for today’s 
Worship Word.

Enjoy learning these words found in our worship.

We take seriously the spiritual care of those who commune at our altar. 
At Immanuel we celebrate the Lord’s Supper in the confession and glad confidence 

that, as He says, our Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and wine but His 
very body and blood to eat and to drink for the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen 
our union with Him and with one another. Our Lord invites to His table baptized 
believers who trust His words, repent of all sin, set aside any refusal to forgive and 
love as He forgives and loves us, and confess what is taught and believed at this 
altar, that they may proclaim His death until He comes.

Because of this any who are not yet instructed, in doubt, or who hold a confession 
differing from that of this congregation (that is, belong to another church body 
or denomination) and yet desire to receive the sacrament, are asked to refrain 
from communing until they’ve spoken with the pastor. Exploring the Questions and 
Answers found on pg. 329 in your hymnal (burgundy book in the pew) may guide 
you in this decision. You may still come forward for a blessing, crossing your arms 
in front of you as you approach.

	P Almighty God in His mercy has given His Son to die for you and for His sake 
forgives you all your sins. As a called and ordained servant of Christ, and by 
His authority, I therefore forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father and 
of the T Son and of the Holy Spirit.
